2011-12 Season

Club Mission

The mission of the Salem Volleyball Club, Inc. is to provide youth with the opportunity to develop volleyball skills and to play volleyball, with quality coaching, in a positive environment that promotes good sportsmanship, leadership, character development, personal integrity, and self-discipline.

 We have served our community and the surrounding
cities for over 35 years and are still going strong thanks to our dedicated families, our great players and our incredible staff!
Salem Volleyball Club (“Salem VBC”) is a tax-exempt, non-profit Oregon corporation and is a member of the Columbia Empire Region of USA Volleyball. Salem VBC is designed to provide players ages 10 to 18 the opportunity to develop volleyball skills by participating on a team. This information will be covered in detail at the General Information Meeting.

Our Club Season

Our season will start with tryouts in November and most of the teams will end their season in April.  Our Black teams will complete their season at the end of May.  There are number of well-established tournaments held in June that we may enter if our teams qualify or if teams choose to enter specific tournaments.  We will go over this during our General Information Meeting.
Our Program

All players will try out for their respective age levels.  Dates and times are posted on our website at www.salemvbc.org.  During tryouts, our coaching staff will rank every player based on athleticism, attitude, skills and knowledge.  The top 11-12 players are placed on our Black teams (i.e., 18 Black, 16 Black or 14 Black).  Players placed on the Black team are required to demonstrate a greater level of commitment to volleyball.  They will be competing in the regional Power League and will travel to a number of multiple-day tournaments within our region and to other states.  The purpose of entering these tournaments is greater exposure to higher level of competition and training with the possible introduction to college recruiters.



For the purpose of regional ranking, our second teams are named Red followed by White, Blue, Gold and Silver.  These teams will compete in regional Power League and other tournaments that will be listed under our Master Schedule page on the web.  The Club will determine which tournaments each team will enter.
Tournaments

Tournaments are scheduled on weekends. Locations for the regional tournaments may range from Longview, Washington to Eugene.  Hours are from 7:30 am while the final round may end around 7:00 pm.  The link to our tournaments page is: www.salemvbc.org/masterschedule.html.  Information about multi-day tournaments will be shared with each specific team.
Travel

Players are responsible for their own travel to and from practices and tournaments that do not require air travel.  For teams traveling out of state, information will be shared with those teams.
Practices
Practice days and times are scheduled by the Club Director and can be found online at www.salemvbc.org/practices.html.    All team will generally practice twice per week and in the evenings.  All practices will start the week of December 5, 2011.
Uniforms
Every player will receive two uniform tops, one spandex shorts and one sweatshirt.

Players must provide their own court shoes, kneepads, and other safety equipment such as braces.  Additional shirts and spandex shorts are available for purchase.  Only Club approved uniforms may be worn during competitions.
